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What’s New

Poly CCX business media phones support Microsoft Teams and Skype for Business deployments. These
release notes provide important information on software updates, phone features, and known issues.

The current build ID for the sip.ld and resource files is 5.9.13.0306.

Microsoft Teams Features

The following features are now available for Poly CCX business media phones with Microsoft Teams.

e Locking your phone

PLANTRONICS + POLYCOM
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e Placing emergency calls form a locked phone
e Hot desking

e Adding favorite contacts

e Assigning delegates (boss admin)

e Assigning custom ringtones by call type (direct, forwarded, and delegated)

Enable the Phone Lock

Enable phone lock to automatically lock a phone after a set amount of idle time.
To enable the phone lock:

1 Go to Menu > Settings > Device Settings > Phone Lock.

2 Select Enable Phone Lock.

3 Enter a PIN and confirm it.

4 Select OK.

5 Select Phone Lock Timeout.

On the Phone Lock Timeout screen, choose the amount of idle time before the phone
automatically locks.

Change the Phone Lock PIN

For security, periodically change your phone’s lock PIN.

To change the phone lock PIN:
1 Go to Menu > Settings > Device Settings > Phone Lock > Change PIN.
2 Enter the old PIN, a new PIN, and confirm the new PIN.
3 Select OK.

Unlock a Locked Phone

Unlock your phone to make calls and join meetings.

Note: If you enter the wrong PIN four times the phone signs out of your account.

To unlock a locked phone:
1 On alocked phone, swipe up on the screen.
2 Enter your PIN.

3 Select the check mark.
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Screensaver and Phone Lock Timeouts

The phone lock timer doesn’t begin until the screensaver starts or the screen turns off.

Place an Emergency Call from a Locked Phone

You can place an emergency call from a locked phone.

Note: If the phone sign in screen appears, you must sign in to place an emergency call.

To place an emergency call from a locked phone:
1 On alocked phone, swipe up on the screen.

2 Do one of the following:
> Dial the emergency number using the PIN keypad.

> Select Emergency Call and enter 911 (or another approved emergency number) and select
Place call.

Sign In to a Phone as a Hot Desk User

Place calls and attend meetings using your account on another user’s phone.

Note: Hot desking is only available from an unlocked phone.
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To sign in to a phone as a hot desk user:
1 Go to Menu > Hot Desk.
2 Enter your email address and select Sign in.

3 Enter your password and select Sign in.

Sign Out of a Phone as a Hot Desk User

To return the phone back to the primary user, sign out of your hot desking session.
To sign out of a phone as a hot desk user:
1 Go to Menu > Device Settings.

2 Select Sign Out.

Add a Contact to Your Favorites Tab

Select contacts to add them to the Favorites tab on the Calls screen.
To add a contact from your favorites tab:
1 On the Calls screen, select the Recent tab.

2 Select a contact and then select the star.

Assign a Delegate

Select contacts that can make and receive calls on your behalf.
To assign a delegate:

1 Go to Menu > Settings > Manage delegates.

2 Select Add delegates and search for a contact.

3 Select the contact and choose the delegates calls settings:
> Make calls
> Receive calls

> Change call and delegate settings

4 Select the check mark to save the settings.

The delegate is added to your delegates list.

Change Ringtones for Call Types
You can set specific ringtones for direct calls, forwarded calls, and delegated calls.
To change ringtones for call types:

1 Go to Menu > Settings > Calling.

2 Under Ringtones, select the ringtone for each call type:
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> Calls for you
> Forwarded calls

> Delegated calls

Download the Distribution Files

Poly recommends using the distribution file that corresponds to the phone model for your deployment. To
match the correct software resource file to your phone model, see the table below titled “Understanding
the Split ZIP Files”. If you are provisioning your phones centrally using configuration files, download the
corresponding resource file and extract the configuration files to the provisioning server, maintaining the
folder hierarchy in the ZIP file.
